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Robotics Competition Bangkok
Below is the Team Report and some photos from this competition:
The VEX 1Q: Rise Above 2020 Scrimmage Competition was held at St Andrew’s Bangkok on
Saturday 28 November 2020. St. Stephen’s International School Khao Yai were champions
of this event in November 2019 so they were hoping to taste some of the same success.
SISKY entered an additional team this year. The two teams consisted of: Team A: Pin,
Bryan, Freshy and Nia and Team B: Matthew, Genji, Milk and Lulla. The atmosphere at the
B venue was buzzing with excitement. We saw many of the same teams, coaches and
= _ referees from last year. This year, the robots were bigger and more advanced than last
. year as teams were more experienced. The competition grew from last year to include
twenty teams from schools in Thailand such as Bangkok Patana, Verso, and St. Andrew’s to
“ name a few. The team members, as well as Mr Paul, Ms Holly, Ms Linh, and Nurse Oh,
were feeling a little intimidated by the confidence and expertise of the other teams. With
y consistent performances in the qualifying rounds, both teams advanced to the Finals
Round, which included only the top ten teams. In this Finals Round, the top score wins.
Team A scored an impressive 10 points with their alliance team. Team B scored an
amazing 8 points with their alliance team. Both teams were in an excellent position at this
) point, but the team who won the National Championship in January 2020 had still yet to
go. In an effort to win, this team aimed to triple stack three risers high, the most difficult
task in the game, as part of a row. Amazingly, they triple stacked it! But a riser got knocked
out at the last second, which meant the row was incomplete, so the triple stack didn’t
count, giving them a total score of just four points. Miraculously, St Stephen’s Team A
finished with the top score of ten points! And St Stephen’s B came in second place with
eight points! Team A were elated to be
returning Scrimmage champions once again.
Team B was ecstatic to place second in their
first competition ever. The National
competition will be held in January 2021 at
St Andrew’s Bangkok. SISKY now has the task
of improving their robot and their overall
game in order to stay at the top. This
includes writing code, improving the build
and function of their robot, and last but not
least, lots and lots of driving practice.
