Having visited
Antarctica and Australia, they were able to compare and contrast the similarities and differences
between these locations and Thailand. This week's highlight in Year 4 was learning about pentatonic
scales and creating their own pieces of music, in the style of Maurice Ravel's 'Empress of the Pagodas.' They also had great fun last Friday with their food
technology lesson where they were making desserts that reflected their personalities. Lots of great learning has taken place in mathematics, Thai and English too,
but the biggest smiles by far were in IPC. Year 5 have investigated addition and subtraction word problems involving improper and mixed fractions in
mathematics. They enjoyed reading poems aloud in English, rehearsing a particular one for the
Primary Assembly. In IPC, the children discussed ecotourism and the benefits of sustainability
and conservation. In computing, all teams managed to program their robots to move on
autopilot. Year 6 have been learning about ecotourism. The students analysed the positive and
negative impacts of ecotourism, then designed their own ecotourism resort, using ideas such as
locally sourced materials and food, renewable energy supplies, and the use of wells and
rainwater collection. After that, students worked in a group to construct a model of their
ecotourism resort.
