After completing their end of unit test on Tuesday, students started learning how
to calculate the volume of a cube or a cuboid by using the formula v = Ibh.

School Developments News

It has been good to see major projects such as the STEAMER Centre and Drama
Studio being completed recently as well as the regular ongoing refurbishments
that take place around the school such as renovation of the tennis courts. Having
new facilities increases the scope and quality of the work that students are able
to undertake whilst in school. The STEAMER Centre is in regular use for design
technology and computing classes and primary classes will also use these facilities
when it is appropriate to do so. Drama lessons are regularly taking place in the
drama studio, which is a far better environment for these lessons than an English
classroom. It was also great to see it used for the recent Year 9 production of ‘An
Inspector Calls’. We have recently developed a nature trail in the woods at the
back of the school and this has already been used by several year groups, such as
for biology / PE lessons. Our Dance Studio is regularly used for clubs and we are
taking the opportunity whilst students are not here to refurbish it. We have also
started construction of a large bouldering wall in the gym. This is a major new
facility that will be used as part of the PE curriculum and for clubs.

During the summer, we will be continuing our development of design technology
facilities with refurbishment of the teaching cooking room including installation
of air conditioning and new cookers. These facilities are used by every year
