We have been very happy to have Early Years and Primary students back into school this
week.

Primary

As always, the Year 1 and Year 2 children have proven themselves to be resilient and
adaptable. With some students in school, and the remainder still online, they have been
able to complete some fantastic work relating to the importance of recycling and reusing
objects that they might normally throw into the rubbish. In IPC, Year 3 students have
started 'Shake it!' exploring the properties of particles in solids, liquids and gases; and
sorting different materials into these categories. As the end of the year comes closer Year 4
are starting to revise all the areas that they have learnt this year. They have also started,
with some of their end of year assessments. The Year 5 class is focusing on the relationship
between fractions and percentages, solving multi-step word problems in mathematics. In
English students wrote a persuasive letter as disgruntled farmers and another diary entry in
the character of Hogarth, from their book, 'The Iron Man'. In IPC, they investigated the
history of fairs, created a timeline and researched the A-Z of amusement park rides. Year 6
