On the first weekend of the summer holidays Tar (Y13) and Yu-I
(Y8) went to La-Oop school in the hill tribe village of Mae Hong
Song province. Accompanied by their parents and grandmother
they all helped to hand out clothes, stationary, shoes, sports
equipment and toys that many members of the St. Stephen’s
community had donated.
