Primary Dorm Activities
This week Kindergarten and Reception children have
been thinking about what they would paint if they had a
magic paintbrush. They painted a picture they would
like to become real and talked about how they would
help other people with this special superpower. In class
this week Year 1 and Year 2 have been concentrating on logging in to some useful online learning
sites. It is so impressive to see how independent these young children are when using technology. Year
3 students have planned an investigation to find out what plants need to grow well. They have thought
of a question to investigate, predicted
what will happen, and considered how
they will collect and record
their results in a fair experiment. Year
4 students enjoyed learning about
airline safety protocols and role-
played with hand-made props in the
process. Just ask them why cabin crew
ask for all shutters to be up during
take-off and landing and they will tell
you. In Mathematics the class
collected data on teachers' hair
colours and made a bar graph to show
the results. In English the children
wrote a poem about their friends and
family following a template. Year 5
have been analysing maps and using

topographical maps to help them make a 3-D model of Africa. The map will include major

geographical features and will be used to help them plan a pretend class trip itinerary to

Africa. Year 6 have been learning all about how to live a fit and healthy lifestyle in IPC. They are

currently working on carrying out a fair test to determine how exercise affects their heart rates

and they will be moving on to how to prepare and cook healthy food this week. They've started a

new literacy unit about journalism and report writing and have just completed their end of unit 7

test and pre-unit 8 test in maths. Another busy week in Year 6!
