You can see the Year 1 ~

and Year 2 classes fantastic artwork on the front

page of this bulletin. Year 3 students have used

the force of air resistance by competing in a

'Paper aeroplane challenge'; and considered the

direction of forces acting on objects and

everyday activities such as friction, gravity and

water resistance. The IPC unit in Year 4 has been

a very fun science-based one, focusing on

electricity. Despite the children being at home, they have still managed to conduct
experiments. The children enjoyed guiding Ms Linh in how to complete a circuit -
directing which wires and where to put them etc. In English, they worked their way
towards finally writing an explanation text in a poster form using Google Slide. In
mathematics, the class touched on equivalent fractions and understanding how to
simplify their answers. Year 5 have been working hard developing their blogging skills
with their second blog post, which was about their outdoor art inspired by UK artist
Andy Goldsworthy. In their blog post, they included photos of their artwork, a
description of the process, captions and labels. Students shared their blogs with each
other and posted comments on each other's work, which created some very
interesting discussions. Year 6 are continuing to learn all about forces in relation to
fairgrounds for their IPC Unit. The children have been conducting and recording their
own mini-investigations about different types of forces. In mathematics, the students
are learning all about geometry, polygons, sides, angles, degrees, perimeter, area and
more! In English Year 6 are finishing their unit based on The Firebird with some free
story writing. The students have been wonderful as ever and are all working as hard as
they can at home.
